Jirections:

Ask parents to help their child construct two short passages. each with a different purpose. The first is a personal piece
ext and the second is more academic in nature. (Remind parents about the General Guidelines for Writing Activities
found on pg. 112).

art One: Personal Writing Activity

Tell parents and children to use the following writing prompt to compose a personal piece of writing:

*» The World's Best Pet

This piece might be about their own pet or a pet that they wish they had. Encourage the group to use as much detail
as possible.

fart Two: Academic Writing

sk children to think about something they would like to ask their parents about. Have the children interview their
rents and then use the information to write a factual piece of text. Children may ask any question they like. For
example:

+ My mom’'s/dad’s first day of school
— How old were you when you started school?
— What was the name of your schoolg
— Where was your school?
— How did you feel on your first day of school?
— Can you tell me what you did?
— Is there anything else you remember about your first day of school2
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
